PASTOR’S CORNER

Dear Parish Family,

Today, we celebrate our Lord Jesus’ Baptism in the Jordan. This is
the last day of Christmas on the current liturgical calendar. At our
Lord’s Baptism, our response might be similar to John the
Baptist’s response —why does Jesus come to be baptized? He is
the Son of God and therefore without any sin. First, it is because
He is setting us an example. He wants us to be baptized.
Secondly, when Jesus is baptized, Jesus is not being cleansed;
rather He cleanses the waters of the Jordan and all waters so that
water can be used to sanctify us at Baptism. Our Lord’s Baptism
allows us to be baptized and cleansed of original sin.

What else does Baptism do? It gives us the life of grace, so that
we can be made holy and become adopted sons and daughters of
God. Baptism brings us to membership of Christ’s one, holy,
Catholic and apostolic Church. When we are baptized, we are
able to receive the other Sacraments of the Church. We are given
the supernatural virtues of faith, hope and charity, and the
cardinal virtues of justice, temperance, courage and prudence.
We are given the gifts and fruits of the Holy Spirit. In other
words, through grace, we are packed with a share the
supernatural life of God and the power of holiness. Without this
precious gift of grace, heaven would not be possible.

Let us give thanks to Jesus Christ for giving us such a gift! He won
grace back for us, grace that was lost because of the sin of our
parents Adam and Eve. The Lord Jesus took on our human nature
and became Man. He did more than that. He suffered, died and
rose from the dead so that we could be saved. How generous is
our gracious King! Let us give thanks to Him for sharing us this
precious gift of Baptism! God bless you!!
