“‘On Whomever you see the Spirit come down and remain, He is the 
One Who will baptize with the Holy Spirit.’  Now I have seen and 
testified that He is the Son of God’” (John 1:33-34).  John the Baptist 
recognized Who was the Son of God because he was revealed this by 
the Holy Spirit.
