Dear Parish Family, 
 
This Sunday of Corpus Christi, we celebrate the fact that Jesus 
Christ gave us the greatest gift He could possibly give- Himself-  
Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity in the Eucharist. When we receive 
Jesus worthily and devoutly in Holy Communion, He transforms 
our souls. He increases His divine life in us so that we love like 
Jesus loves., We are given the ability to do that impossible 
command- “Love one another as I have loved you.” We love what 
Jesus loves, and we hate what Jesus hates. We begin to forgive 
better, we love the Church more, we become compassionate to 
the poor and afflicted, we long for the healing and conversion of 
sinners and those fallen away from the faith, and most of all we 
grow closer in union with the Blessed Trinity, assuring us more of 
our salvation.
